1 can (15 oz) pumpkin, divided

Y2 cup milk
1/3 cup oil
4 eggs

o 1 pkg (8 oz) philadelphia cream cheese,
softened
1 cup powdered sugar
1 tub (80z) cool whip, thawed

V4 cup caramel ice cream topping
V4 cup chopped pecans

1 V2 tsp. pumpkin pie spice, divided

Beat cake mix, 1 cup pumpkin, milk, oil, eggs and 1 tsp. spice in large bowl with mixer until well blended. Pour into 2 greased and floured 9 inch round pans.
Bake 29 to 30 minutes or until toothpick inserted in center comes out clean. Cool in pans for 10 minutes. Remove from pans to wire racks and cool completely.
Beat cream cheese in medium bowl with mixer until creamy. Add sugar, remaining pumpkin and spice and mix well. Gently stir in the cool whip. Cut each cake layer horizontally in half with
a serrated knife. Stake the cakes on a serving plate making sure to spread ample cream cheese between the layers. Do not frost the top layer. Drizzle the top of the cake with the caramel
topping just before serving and top off with the pecans. Refrigerate any leftovers.

Twice a year we find our-
selves biting our lower lip
and wondering if our heat-
ing or air conditioning is
performing at its most effi-
cient capability. All of us
dread getting our first utility
bill when we turn on our
system for the first time of
the season.

The guys asked me to
speak on filters this month
so I took a look around to
see what we had on hand to
help you to know just what
it is you should be aware of.

Before I came on the
scene here 4 years ago [
had no idea what to do
with my furnace or a/c or
even that it ever needed
maintenance except for
changing my filters once
in a while. I have learned
so much since I’ve been
here and would like to
share some of what I've
learned with you.

The following is a pretty
basic maintenance checklist,
however, if you stick to it
you will definitely insure
that your equipment is doing
its utmost to deliver the
comfort you desire in the
most efficient way possible.
Keep in mind that you need
to take added measures with
the rest of your home to pre-
vent drafts so that your
equipment is not trying to
heat or cool the great out-
doors as well.

Maintenance Checklist

formance by having a con-
tractor do annual pre-season
check-ups. Contractors get
busy once summer and win-
ter come, so it's best to
check the cooling system in
the spring and the heating
system in the fall. To re-
member, you might plan the
check-ups around the time
changes in the spring and
fall.

A typical maintenance
check-up by a contractor
should include the follow-
ing:

* Check thermostat set-
tings to ensure the cooling
and heating system keeps
you comfortable when you
are home and saves energy
while you are away.

* Tighten all electrical
connections and measure
voltage and current on mo-
tors. Faulty electrical con-
nections can cause unsafe

operation of your system
and reduce the life of major
components.

* Lubricate all moving
parts. Parts that lack lubrica-
tion cause friction in motors
and increases the amount of
electricity you use.

* Check and inspect the
condensate drain in your
central air conditioner, fur-
nace and/or heat pump
(when in cooling mode). A
plugged drain can cause
water damage in the house
and affect indoor humidity
levels.

* Check controls of the
system to ensure proper and
safe operation. Check the
starting cycle of the equip-
ment to assure the system
starts, operates, and shuts
off properly.

(Cooling Specific)

* Clean evaporator and
condenser air conditioning
coils. Dirty coils reduce the
system's ability to cool your
home and cause the system
to run longer, increasing en-
ergy costs and reducing the
life of the equipment.

* Check your central air
conditioner's refrigerant
level and adjust if necessary.
Too much or too little refrig-

greater comfort levels. Air-
flow problems can reduce
your system's efficiency by
up to 15 percent.

(Heating Specific)

* Check all gas (or oil)
connections, gas pressure,
burner combustion and heat
exchanger. Improperly oper-
ating gas (or oil) connec-
tions are a fire hazard and
can contribute to health
problems. A dirty burner or
cracked heat exchanger
causes improper burner op-
eration. Either can cause the
equipment to operate less
safely and efficiently.

Actions For You to Do
Yourself

* Inspect, clean, or
change air filters once a
month in your central air
conditioner, furnace, and/or
heat pump. Your contractor
can show you how to do

* Clean and adjust blower
components to provide
proper system airflow for

this. A dirty filter can in-
crease energy costs and
damage your equipment,
leading to early failure.
