“When all else fails, read the instructions.”

No doubt you’ve seen these familiar words on a bumper sticker or poster. It seems
like pretty sage advice; especially pertinent for those of us of the male gender. Too of-
ten we guys have the tendency to immediately lay aside the written instructions in favor
of the “challenge” of assembling whatever it might be in the manner which “seems
right” to us. Providing the thing works (even if we do have a few “spare” parts left
over) we figure we’ve “won.” However, if the thing doesn’t perform as adver-
tised....well...then (and usually only then) we might deign to see what “assistance”
those discarded instructions can provide in “adjusting” our work.

As a Christian minister, I was suddenly brought to the realization that this saying
needed some tweaking.
